1.  THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE HAS COMPLETED ITS ADMINISTRATIVE REVIEW OF THE ANTIDUMPING ORDER ON FRESH GARLIC FROM THE PRC FOR THE PERIOD 11/01/1997 THROUGH 10/31/1998 (65 FR 33295, DATED 05/23/2000).

2.  FOR SHIPMENTS OF FRESH GARLIC FROM THE PEOPLE'S REPUBLIC OF CHINA IMPORTED, ENTERED, OR WITHDRAWN FROM WAREHOUSE FOR CONSUMPTION ON OR AFTER 05/23/2000, A CASH DEPOSIT OF 376.67 PERCENT IS REQUIRED FOR ALL PRC PRODUCERS/EXPORTERS.

3.  THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE RECEIVED AN ALLEGATION THAT COMERCIAL PEREGRIN, S.A., OF SPAIN IS REPACKING CHINESE-ORIGIN GARLIC AND EXPORTING IT TO THE UNITED STATES AS SPANISH-ORIGIN GARLIC IN ORDER TO EVADE THE ANTIDUMPING DUTY ORDER.  IF, THROUGH INSPECTION OR OTHER MEANS, YOU DETERMINE THAT COMERCIAL PEREGRIN'S GARLIC ENTRIES ARE OF CHINESE ORIGIN, A CASH DEPOSIT OF 376.67 PERCENT IS REQUIRED FOR ALL SUCH ENTRIES.

4. THESE CASH DEPOSIT REQUIREMENTS WILL REMAIN IN EFFECT UNTIL PUBLICATION OF THE FINAL RESULTS FOR THE NEXT ADMINISTRATIVE REVIEW.  DO NOT LIQUIDATE ANY ENTRIES COVERED BY THIS REVIEW UNTIL YOU HAVE RECEIVED SEPARATE LIQUIDATION INSTRUCTIONS.
