ON JUNE 18, 2003, THE INTERNATIONAL TRADE COMMISSION (ITC) NOTIFIED THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE OF ITS NEGATIVE FINAL DETERMINATION IN THE IN THE ANTIDUMPING INVESTIGATION OF POLYVINYL ALCOHOL FROM GERMANY.  THE ANTIDUMPING DUTY INVESTIGATION OF POLYVINYL ALCOHOL FROM GERMANY HAS BEEN TERMINATED.

ALL ESTIMATED ANTIDUMPING DUTIES DEPOSITED ON ENTRIES OF THE SUBJECT MERCHANDISE SHALL BE REFUNDED AND THE BONDS OR OTHER SECURITY RELEASED AT THE TIME OF LIQUIDATION.
