THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE (THE DEPARTMENT) TERMINATED THE SUSPENDED INVESTIGATION OF COTTON SHOP TOWELS FROM PERU (A-333-401), BECAUSE NO DOMESTIC INTERESTED PARTY RESPONDED TO THE NOTICE OF PRELIMINARY RESULTS OF SUNSET REVIEW ON THIS PROCEEDING BY THE APPLICABLE DEADLINE.  THE TERMINATION DETERMINATION, EFFECTIVE 01/01/2000, WAS PUBLISHED IN THE FEDERAL REGISTER ON 11/30/1999 (64 FR 66894).
