1. ON 12/26/2012, 77 FR 75980, THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE (COMMERCE) PUBLISHED IN THE  FEDERAL REGISTER ITS FINAL DETERMINATION OF SALES AT LESS THAN FAIR VALUE IN THE ANTIDUMPING DUTY  INVESTIGATION OF STEEL WIRE GARMENT HANGERS FROM THE SOCIALIST REPUBLIC OF VIETNAM (“VIETNAM”). IN  THIS FINAL DETERMINATION COMMERCE ALSO CONTINUED TO FIND THAT CRITICAL CIRCUMSTANCES EXIST WITH  RESPECT TO CERTAIN SHIPMENTS OF STEEL WIRE GARMENT HANGERS FROM VIETNAM ENTERED, OR WITHDRAWN  FROM WAREHOUSE, FOR CONSUMPTION BETWEEN 05/04/2012 AND 08/02/2012. 

2. HOWEVER, ON 01/28/2013, THE INTERNATIONAL TRADE COMMISSION (ITC) DETERMINED THAT CRITICAL  CIRCUMSTANCES DO NOT EXIST WITH RESPECT TO SUBJECT IMPORTS FROM VIETNAM. BECAUSE THE ITC  DETERMINED THAT CRITICAL CIRCUMSTANCES DO NOT EXIST, THE RETROACTIVE SUSPENSION OF LIQUIDATION,  DETERMINED IN 77 FR 51514 AND ORDERED IN MESSAGE 2243301 DATED 08/30/2012 AND AFFIRMED IN  MESSAGE 2366310 DATED 12/31/2012, IS TERMINATED. 

3. ACCORDINGLY, CBP IS DIRECTED TO TERMINATE THE SUSPENSION OF LIQUIDATION FOR ALL ENTRIES OF SUBJECT  MERCHANDISE SUSPENDED DURING THE PERIOD 05/04/2012 THROUGH 08/01/2012, AND LIQUIDATE WITHOUT  REGARD TO ANTIDUMPING DUTIES (I.E., REFUND ALL CASH DEPOSITS OR OTHER SECURITY).  4. FOR IMPORTS OF STEEL WIRE GARMENT HANGERS FROM VIETNAM, CBP SHALL CONTINUE TO SUSPEND  LIQUIDATION OF SUCH SHIPMENTS ENTERED, OR WITHDRAWN FROM WAREHOUSE, FOR CONSUMPTION ON OR AFTER  08/02/2012, AT THE RATES IN EFFECT AT THE TIME OF ENTRY. 

5. INTEREST PROVISIONS OF SECTION 778 OF THE TARIFF ACT OF 1930, AS AMENDED, DO NOT APPLY.
